Others are closer to the stage and under trees,
and some benches are also available.

Avid meat-eaters will appreciate the $9.95 buffet menu;
individual items are not available for purchase. The two-hour
concerts start at 7 p.m. and the buffet is served until 8:30 p.m.
Arrive with time to spare and spend some wonderful pre-music
moments sipping a prickly pear margarita (3.25).
